In Summer of 2024 Illinois will launch Summer EBT / SUN Bucks, a new grocery benefits program that provides

families $120 for each eligible school-aged child to buy groceries when school is on summer break. Summer is a
time when many of our children lose access to meals they normally receive at school, and when households
might need a little extra help putting meals on the table. Most families will get these benefits automatically, but
some Freeport School District 145 families will need to complete a Household Application with the Nutrition &
Dining Services Department. This new program is being offered in addition to free meals that kids of all ages can
